Financial struggles? - As you continue to live into the realities of COVID-19, 
please let Kate or one of the elders know if you are living with financial 
uncertainty and could use some help.

Out of the Cold updates – In three weeks over $35,425 has been raised to 
help OOTC guests with housing assistance, including helping individuals stay 
in their own homes and moving to permanent apartments, and continuing 
to host guests in hotels and bed and breakfasts. Many of the OOTC guests 
are facing loss of income due to COVID-19.
